DESCRIPTION: 

Amazon is a fast cutting aggressive fat and grease cutter. It is suitable for use on ovens, grills, & other 

greasy surfaces. It contains a soil solubiliser and rust inhibitor. The substance is aerobically readily 

biodegradable. 

DIRECTIONS: 

Oven & Grill Cleaning: 

Apply Amazon neat to surface, allow 5-10 minutes to loosen soil, then wipe and rinse off. For 

quicker results, the surface may be heated to 50-60 degrees. Rinse with potable water after use. 

Defatting & General Cleaning: 

Dilute Amazon 1:150 parts water and apply to surface. Rinse with potable water after use. 

C.I.P Cleaning:

Dilute Amazon 1:100 parts water at 60-85 degrees. Circulate solution for about 25-45 minutes, 

then rinse thoroughly with water. Rinse with potable water after use.  

(All food contact surfaces must be rinsed with portable water after use)

FIRST AID MEASURES: 

Ingestion:

Immediately flush eyes with large amounts of water for at least 15 minutes while holding 

eyelids open.

Remove contaminated clothing. Flush exposed area with water and follow by washing with 

soap if available. 

Inhalation: 

Remove the affected person out to a ventilated area. If not breathing, give artificial 

respiration. If breathing is difficult, give oxygen. Seek medical attention.
